For those of you that missed the Community Association Meeting last month, I wanted to provide some detailed information:





We closed January 2011 with $ 163.51 in the Petty Cash Account, $ 103,140.30 in the Reserve Account and $ 14,347.07 in the Operating Account.  According to Phoenix Management, we are one of the most stable and fiscally sound HOA’s that the firm represents. My congratulations to last year’s board.


Again as of January, we only have two residences delinquent in the Association Fees and one is only one month in arrears so the cash flow is supporting the expenses without draining the reserves. Again, congratulations are due the Board but this time the membership should be applauded as well.


We will be canvassing the neighborhood on issues that have arisen during the meeting:


Speed on the roadway is a concern. We will investigate adding a Stop Sign (for safety reasons) on the east side of NW 45th Ave and 73rd Street.

Comments have been made regarding the appearance of the Preserve and this will be inspected by the Board and the homeowner raising the issue.
