Important Safety Alert


--Solicitors in our community--


Lately, we have had several solicitors visiting our community.  This could be a door-to-door salesperson, marketing material left on your door/mailbox or local churches dropping off pamphlets.  According to the City of Coconut Creek, you must have a permit with an ID Badge in order to solicit materials to homeowners.  If a salesperson comes to your door, ask for their permit/ID.  If they do not have one, ask them to leave and call Code Compliance at 954-973-6752 to file a complaint.  If you are receiving marketing materials, get the companies name/phone number and file a complaint.  It is not necessary to contact the police.  The association has already filed a complaint with the city for the Ice Cream van that comes through every afternoon.  The city does not allow Ice Cream vendors anywhere in Coconut Creek.  If you see this Ice Cream van, please get the tag number and report him to code compliance.   Thank you all for your cooperation.





Important Notice to all Homeowners





It has come to the board’s attention that there are several homeowners not in compliance with the bylaws.  Those homeowners, who are not in compliance with the bylaws, will be subject to a non-compliance letter and or fine from the Phoenix Management Company.  Please remember the following:





There is to be NO PARKING of vehicles on the swales/grass/round-a-bouts AT ANY TIME.


There is to be NO OVERNIGHT PARKING of vehicles anywhere in the development except in your driveway.


Recreational vehicles (boats/trailers) are only permitted to temporarily park in the front of a home for up to 4 hours prior to and after use by the resident.  They are not permitted to be parked in your driveway overnight.  


Garbage cans should be put out no earlier than 4pm the day before scheduled trash pickup and must be removed no later than 9pm on the day of pick up.  


Major repair of vehicles (such as removal of motor drive train, brake drums, or axels) should take place in your garage, not in your driveway.


Grass, shrubs and ground cover must be maintained in a healthy condition and comply with city requirements.
