Code Enforcement has been patrolling our neighborhood very closely for code violations.  The most common violations are mildewed roofs, tree trimming, mildewed paint, cars parked in the street and landscaping.  If a code violation exists, a courtesy notice will be written.  Second notice is a Written Violation Warning and third notice is a Summons to appear before a Special master of the Code Enforcement Board.





One item in particular that Code Compliance has found on several homes recently is the screening of the A/C unit.  The City of Coconut Creek requires the A/C units to be covered with vegetation from at least 2 sides.  If you’re A/C unit is visible from the street, you must have it covered to avoid a violation notice.
